CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL

The meeting was called to order at 10:30 am by Commission Chair Collins. Commission Assistant Santin called the roll.  All Commissioners were present.
STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

Commission Assistant Santin confirmed the Commission for Rehabilitation Services is in compliance with the Open Meetings Act.
INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS

Commission Chair Collins introduced Carol Brown, newly appointed Assistant to the Commission.

REPORTS
LEGISLATIVE REPORT

Commission Chair Collins recognized Kevin Nelson, DRS Legislative Liaison, to present his report since he had to go back to the Legislature today.  Mr. Nelson expanded upon his written report.  He said the next five months are going to be a very busy time for him.  The budget is even more severe now than it was when he wrote his report.

Mr. Nelson listed the bills he is currently monitoring.  SB 1325, removing the prohibition on charter schools that compete with OSB and OSD, is one he feels he will need the most direction from the agency.  There was some discussion on SB 1325 about the lack of services that may not be provided to the students and expenses would not be reduced since the expenses for the schools are not scalable.

Commission Chair Collins asked if there was any more discussion on Mr. Nelson’s report and there was none.

Commission Chair Collins apologized for deviating from the agenda but there is a need for an Executive Session.  Commission Chair Collins called for a motion to convene into an Executive Session.  Commissioner Shelton made the Motion and Commissioner Tucker seconded. All three Commissioners voted in the affirmative.  Motion passed.
The Commission went into Executive Session.  
Commission discussion in the Executive Session was limited to the recent hiring of the Superintendent of the School for the Blind and the job performance of the Director.

COMMISSION RECONVENES

Commission Chair Collins asked for a vote to reconvene the regular meeting.  All Commissioners were present and Commissioner Tucker made the motion to reconvene, Commissioner Shelton seconded and all three Commissioners voted in the 
affirmative to reconvene.  Motion passed.
