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Budget:  
Last month I reported that the budget hole will likely grow to over 1 billion.  The State Equalization Board met in the middle of the month and certified a budget deficit of $1.1 billion, $1.3 billion after one-time funds are removed from last year’s budget.  This roughly equates to a 19% reduction in the budget.  The decline is tied to lower oil prices, which continue to affect this year’s budget as well.  On that note, we received word from OMES that there will be an additional 4% revenue failure this fiscal year on top of the current 3%.  They are considering everything from the rainy day fund, bonding road projects to defer expenses, and even raising taxes.  But, mostly they are considering whether they want to come to work, since this year is an election year.

Legislation:
February 26th was the deadline for reporting bills out of the committee.  Of our four request bills.  SB 1209, the commission awards bill, was the only one that made it out and has already passed the Senate. The remaining did not get hearings as they either raised budget issues or were not deemed critical enough to need to pass this session.

As far as our watch list bills (below), i wanted to revisit the ones specific to DRS.  First,SB 1110, by Sen. Thompson, seeking to move the state use committee to DRS did not get a hearing and is dead.  SB 1541, by Sen. Griffin, that consolidates the Office of Disability Concerns into DRS, less the CAP program, did pass out of committee with title and enacting clause stricken.  The bill is moving forward, but there is no consensus yet on where ODC will go.  Third, SB 1325, by Sen. Treat that removes the prohibition on charter schools that compete with OSB and OSD. passed out of Senate Education and is on its way to the floor.  HB 3023 by Rep. Hickman and Pfeiffer, that would remove our BEP priority to the capitol grounds, passed out of House A&B.  We have arranged a meeting with the author and our BEP vendor committee representatives to see what direction they want to go on this.  Finally, we have been working with the interpreter community and CCOSA on HB 1512, Rep. Kern’s deaf interpreter bill from last year.  The parties are fairly close to an agreement and the bill may move off the Senate floor.

The next deadline is  March 10th to report bills of the floor.
