612:3-5-14.  Adoption of new or revised policy  [REVOKED]
(a)  Policy Development gives proposed policy to the Director for review and to the Administrative Assistant for the Commission by the established deadline for inclusion in the Commission meeting packet. The originating administrator, with the assistance of the PDPS Administrator, will be responsible for the presentation of proposed policy at the Commission meeting.

(b)  Upon adoption of the proposed policy by the Commission, Policy Development staff will manage the promulgation process.

(1)  Internal management policies will be formatted for the DRS Policy Manual and the effective date will be the date the commission approves the policy.

(2)  Permanent or emergency rules will be managed through the Governor's and Legislature's offices. Formatting and publishing in the Department's policy manual will be done after gubernatorial and legislative approval have been obtained.

(c)  Once proposed policies are presented to the Commission for approval their content will not be changed unless so ordered by the Commission. Once proposed rules are adopted by the Commission, a vote of the Commission will be required to withdraw proposed rules from the rulemaking process. Once the Governor and Legislature have approved the rules, they may not be withdrawn from the rulemaking process, and can only be revoked through the rulemaking process.
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
